Rainforests are hot, steamy places, full of interesting birds and animals.
Rainforests grow in the hottest and wettest parts of the world. along the equator.
Less than one-tenth of the world is covered in rainforests, yet more than half of all
the world’s different types of animals and birds live there. The biggest rainforest
grows along the banks of the River Amazon in South America.

One of the most beautiful birds of the rainforest is the bird of paradise.

Its feathers are so beautiful that people thought it must have come from paradise!
The toucan uses its big, bright beak to pluck fruit from the trees.

Many animals in the rainforest use disguise to protect themselves from danger.
The flower mantis is an insect that looks like a jungle flower. It sits quite still on
a plant until any danger has passed. The silk moth has patterns on its wings that
look like large. staring eyes. If a bird comes too close, the silk moth flashes its
wings at the bird and frightens it away.

Jaguars and leopards are animals that use their disguise in their hunt for food,
not to protect themselves. As these powerful animals stalk their prey through the
trees, their dappled coats hide them among the patches of light and shadow.

One of the largest snakes in the world, the anaconda, lives in the rainforest.

It kills its prey by wrapping itself around the prey and then squeezing it to death.

Today. many of the trees in the rainforests are being cut down to provide wood
and to clear space for farms and houses. As the trees disappear. so too do the
homes of the birds and animals. People are worried that many birds and animals
will become extinct if the rainforests continue to be cut down.
